Settlement Commentary

Carmel is a large village lying to the west of Holywell with views overlooking the Dee
Estuary and pleasant rural surroundings including an area of ancient woodland
overlooking Carmel (to the South). Service provision in Carmel is relatively good
given the role that Carmel plays serving nearby villages. Carmel is easily accessible
from both the A55 (approximately 3 kilometres away) and from nearby Holywell and
benefits from close proximity to Holywell . It is also well served by public transport
with regular bus services which connects the village to the towns of Holywell, Mold
and Rhyl.
