According to the latest OFCOM data (2013) Gwernaffield post codes (where data is 

available) have a median average broadband range of 2.6-5.1 mega-bytes per 

second with most postcodes at around 3.5mbps. This is a very poor standard of 

broadband provision which will adversely impact the ability of local residents and 

businesses alike whether in undertaking day to day business activities or in 

accessing online services such as banking, post office services or online shopping.
